APRS

What is APRS?

APRS stands for Automatic Position Reporting System. The system is surprisingly simple: your position on earth is determined with a GPS and is transmitted by a mobile transmitter. Then your position is indicated on a map with a special computer program.

The idea is to solve a braintwister with your team. A disaster has happened not far from here and you have to find out what has happened, where it has happened and which assistance is needed.

To solve the riddle, some members of the team set off with a little APRS-backpack (containing GPS and transmitter) and other members stay behind at the commandcenter. Those at the commandcenter send by walkie-talkie the search team to the right clues, which are hidden somewhere on the camping site. One finds the right answer to the riddle by finding all clues. Of course you have to do this as quickly as you can!
So get behind the PC, go on the move with the transmitter and try to score as fast as possible!
